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OBJECTIVES

The goal document is to help SharePoint administrators ininstalling, configuring and using the Workflow
Events Add-on for XtraShare 2007.

CONVENTIONS

The following table lists the acronyms used in this document.

WSS Windows SharePoint Services

MOSS Microsoft Office SharePoint Server

WFE Web Front-End (designates the SharePoint servers in the SharePoint farm working as web
servers)

WHAT IS THE WORKFLOW EVENTS ADD-ON FOR XTRASHARE?

The Workflow Events Add-On for XtraShare provides an engine that can be used to drive the provisioning of
users in XtraShare. By default, all the users created through the XtraShare Ul (whether this is done by
administrators, delegated administrators or self-registering users) areimmediately available for use.

However, there might be instances where an organization needs to drive a workflow before provisioning a
user. This can be anapproval workflow or a synchronization workflow (with an external system such as a CRM

system for instance).
The Workflow Events Add-On for XtraShare solves this issue by providing 2 main components:

1. Ageneric event management mechanism that can be configured from the web.config file of each
SharePoint Web Application
2. 3 Nintex activities that can be usedin a workflow powered by Nintex Workflow 2007

This add-onis made of

e ageneric event management that can be configured from a web.config file

e aspecific SharePoint List Logger event manager thatis configured in the web.config file and thatis
triggered by XtraShare-specific events thrown from some XtraShare webparts (such the Self
Registration webpart).

e Aspecific XSUsers SharePoint List template that can be used to drive a SharePoint workflow

e 4 Nintex activities (Create, Update, Update Password and Delete XtraShare User) that can be used in

a Nintex workflow configured on aninstance of the XSUsers list template

Before installing this add-on, please install XtraShare 2007 for SharePoint Technologies in your server farm.
You should also have gone through the complete configuration steps of XtraShare 2007.
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INSTALLATION PROCEDURE

After checking that the system requirements (listed in the previous paragraph) are enforced, please go through
the following steps:

e Connectto the SharePoint server that hosts the SharePoint v3 Central Administration (although it
can be accessed from all the WFE servers, the Central Administrationis actually onlyinstalled on
the first SharePoint server in your farm).

e Onthisserver, please execute the MSI file you have downloaded (depending on your platform —
x32 or x64 —and the language of the installer you prefer)

e Oncethesetup wizard is launched, click on Next and please read the end user license agreement.

e Please check that you agree with the default installation folder path (or changeitif necessary)
and click on Next. The following window appears:

e Clickon «Install » to proceed with the installation. At this stage the installation might be quite
long as the installer installs SharePoint solutions and enables some SharePoint features.
Depending on your SharePoint farm environment, this step can last several minutes. A progress
baris displayed, gets filled very quickly and seems to stall at the end. This is indeed completely
normal and you should wait until the next screen is displayed.

This solutioninstalls the generic event management infrastructure, the XSUsers list template and the
SharePoint List Logger event manager (specific for XtraShare events).

If Nintex Workflow 2007 is installed, another solutionis installed:

tlsaft, xkrashare. nintexintegration, ackions. wsp Deploved http: fextrashare: 33696

This solution deploys the 3 Create, Update and Delete XtraShare User Nintex-specific activities, to be used in a
Nintex-powered workflow. This solution automatically deploys these 3 activities to the Nintex database but
they are not enabled yet. The next section goes through this specific configuration step in order to complete

the Nintex Integration deployment.

<rlEvent> child nodes configure which event types this event handler should register against. In the current

situation, the SharePointListLogger event handler handlers the RLSoft.XtraShare.Events.UserEvent and the
RLSoft.XtraShare.Events.GroupEvent events.

The UserEvent eventis generated in the self registration webpart after a new user has registered.

Itis also generated everytime a user changes his/her password or updates his/her profile.

Itis also generated in the specific user managementinterface used by XtraShare delegated administrators
(please refer to the XtraShare User Guide for more info).

The GroupEvent eventis generated only in the group management interface used by XtraShare delegated
administrators but has not been thoroughly tested.

The UserEvent class defines an EventOperation property that allows the event handler to differentiate the
types of user events that are generated. The EventOperation property can currently take 4 possible values:

Create

Update
UpdatePassword
Delete

When the SharePoint List Logger handles a UserEvent, it tries to create a new SharePoint List Itemin a

“XSUsers” | ist on the same SharePoint site where the
the SharePoint List Logger will create it based on the XSUsers list template (defined in the
RLSoft.XtraShare.SharePoint.UsersList feature). It is on this XSUsers list that a SharePoint administrator can

define a SharePoint workflow, and more specifically a Nintex workflow.

The following section describes the 3 specific Nintex activities that can be usedin a Nintex-powered workflow.
Note: An administrator can create the XSUsers list before the SharePoint List Logger creates it, by activating

the site-scoped feature called “XtraShare Users List Template” and creating a list named “XSUsers” based on
this template.
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NINTEX ACTIVITIES

The Workflow Events Add-on provides 4 pre-defined Nintex activities that can be used in a user provisioning

workflow;
1. A “Create XtraShare User” activity
2. A “Del 8her ¥t User” activity
3. An “Update XtraShare User” activity
4. An*“Update XtraShare Password” activity

The following sections describe how to configure and use these activities, with a specific focus on their
integration with the XSUsers SharePoint List. They are all available in a specific “XtraShare Actions” menu of
the Nintex Workflow Designer:
